When | go through the process, through God’s sense of humor, He let me know,
“Okay. You’re ready to do this.”

And | am so glad He chose me.

FOCUS Brandon: What role does your husband, Leroy Pinckney, play in the

ministry?

Pinckney: He is an awesome man. | could not do some of the things I do if it was

not for him. He has been beside me whatever | need to do. He encourages me to
do what’s before me. He stands by me.

It blesses me to know that I have help back home, when I’m ministering to people.

He calls this ministry, our ministry.

FOCUS Brandon: Does
he work at another busi-
ness in addition to this?

Pinckney: Yes. He works

for the Postal Service in St.

Pete. He’s a truck driver.
He drives eighteen-wheel-
er trucks, where he picks
up mail from the small
post office and takes it to
the large post office. And
he loves driving. That
man loves driving.

FOCUS Brandon: Do
you believe that you are
sometimes entertaining
angels unawares?

Pinckney: 1 sure do.
When | was nineteen

asked me for anything else. And he always said thank you.

I don’t know if he was an angel but that communication with him, that visitation
with him, seared in my heart that this was a call on my life. And as | work in the

streets now, | meet so many people that that visitation from this guy makes me
think, “Am | entertaining angels here?”

It was kind of weird because there are certain ones that you have this feeling about.
There was another one at McDonald’s on 60. | saw him sitting out and | asked
him if he was hungry. And he said, “Yes.”

So I went in, got him some food. And he thanked me so much that he began to

pray blessings over me. Even though he was hungry. There’s something different
about this guy.

So, | do think, many times we entertain angels unawares.
